Port Hills Athletics needs YOU 
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So you want to run interclub cross country 
and road races do you`? Well, here's a bit of 
information that may be of some help. 
Firstly you must pay your subs, which will 
consist of the first 3 columns on the PHA 
joining form. This pays for most races 
during the season. Do not expect your race 
number and book to appear overnight - the 
process could take one or two weeks, so the 
sooner you pay the better. Some races such 
as Olympic 15k, New Brighton 5k and SBS 
Marathon to mention a few, are not cover-
ed by the above payment. 
Next, you will need a singlet (or crop top if 
you're brave). Contact Kay Harris (inside 
front page of the N/L), or Glen 3321964. An 
optional extra is a pair of spiked shoes, which 
give a better grip if you're running in wet 
cross-country conditions. If you need some 
advice Pete Watts will help out. 
You need to put your name in the race book 
at least a week before the event. Disregard 
the fact that it usually states 5 days in the 
registration book that you will be issued 
with - that refers to when the race secretary 
needs to have them in to the race organiser. 
THE RACE BOOK is a red A4 hard covered 
book that is usually carted from pillar to post, 
but if you can't physically put your name 
down yourself, ring the Watts Gang and leave 
a message with your phone number. 
It is a good idea to be at any race venue at 
least 45 minutes before your event and don't 
forget to bring plenty of warm gear to change 
into afterwards - it might be 20 degrees on 
your side of town, but a different story 
elsewhere. 
More helpful tips are - Carry extra pins; baby 
oil is a good idea to rub on legs and arms if 
the weather is bitterly cold. 
To the Youngies - could you please do the 
same as the oldies do and put you name in the 
race book with your phone. age group and 
registration number, or ring Pete / Glen Watts 
3321964 or Kevin Knight 3587220. 
NO, the races are hardly ever cancelled - 
we've even run in snow. 

SECONDARY SCHOOLS ATHLETICS 
 

For many of our athletes these events are 
the pinnacle of the season for them. Starting 
with the Christchurch Secondary Schools on 
the 24th of March we had many fine 
performance from club athletes, though in 
different (schools) colours to our usual.

NATIONAL TRACK & FIELD 
CHAMPIONSHIPS, WELLINGTON 2009 

 
The track & Field Championships were 
scheduled in Newtown Park, Wellington this 
year and were held in fine conditions apart 
from the usual Wellington wind, which made 
life interesting in some events. 
The club had a smaller contingent 
representing Canterbury this year, but they 
still rose to the occasion and came home 
with a load of medals. 
Leading the charge was Kate Newitt, who 
has come back with a vengeance after 
having a baby. While not back to her 
previous best, she was still too good for the 
opposition, and was the leading female 
walker, winning the Senior women’s 3000m 
race-walk in 15m 10.77s, 32 secs ahead of 
her nearest rival. She also struck gold in the 
10,000m W19 road race-walk, winning in 
58m 18s. 
Hannah Newbould also continued her good 
form, winning the W19 1500m in 4m29.06s, 
nearly a second ahead of the second 
placegetter. She also picked up silver in the 
800m in a time of 2m 10.23s, behind her 
team mate & training partner. 
 In the Senior Men’s High jump there was a 
large field and stiff competition for our two 
representatives, who have not had a 
season up to their usual standard. However 
in windy conditions Duncan Noble ended up 
with the bronze with a clearance of 2m, the 
same height as the silver medallist, on 
countback, while Benn Loh was fourth with 
a 1.95m jump. 
So the result was four athletes, six medals, 
three gold, two silver & a bronze. Certainly 
maintaining the club’s fine record at national 
level over the last few years.
